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BOWLS ETIQUETTE 
 

Acts of courtesy between and amongst players both on and off 
the green contribute to the enjoyment of our sport. You will find 
the players at the very top are frequently those who are most 
courteous in their approach to the game and who are gracious in 
both victory and defeat. 
 
Here are some important pointers: 
 

¶ Dress in accordance with club rules for proper attire. 

¶ Be punctual and introduce yourself to fellow team members with a 
smile. 

¶ Show hospitality to visitors when you are playing at your home club. 

¶ Hand your opponent the jack and mat when it is his/her turn to lead. 

¶ Compliment your opponent when he or she plays a good shot and 
admit good fortune when you fluke the shot. 

¶ Pay attention to keeping the score as required. 

¶ Do not encroach on any adjoining rink when delivering your bowl. 

¶ Remember your opponent has possession of the rink as soon as the 
bowl you have delivered comes to rest. 

¶ Do not interfere with or distract your opponent. You should be behind 
the mat when he or she has the mat. 

¶ Watch your shadow does not fall across the line your opponent wishes 
to take. If you are standing on the head, do not allow your shadow to 
shade the jack. 

¶ Pay attention to your skip as you step to the mat so that you are 
prepared for his/her directions. 

¶ Support and encourage your fellow team members especially when 
they are having a bad day. Donôt demean your team or criticise any 
team member. 

¶ Help clear the head AFTER the result has been determined. 

¶ Do not precede the player who has played the last bowl at crossover 
allow him/her to follow the path of his/her bowl. 

¶ Do not waste time in a time limit game. Give the opposition a fair go. 

¶ At crossover do not linger on the head thereby obstructing the skipôs 
first bowl. 

¶ Observe the laws regarding following your bowl up the rink and do not 
be in the way when your opponent has possession of the rink. 

¶ At the end of a dayôs play help to return scrims, mats, jacks and clean 
scoreboards. 
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CLUB RULES 

 
PLAYING DRESS 
Summer Season 
WEEKEND PLAY: Whites, club shirts, centre colours or official 
interclub shirts are to be worn at all times. Members are entitled 
to wear their earned higher ranking shirt in Auckland or New 
Zealand. All teams must be dressed the same for competitions.  
Waist down shall be centre colours, white or cream. 
MID WEEK MIXED MINI TOURNAMENT: Members may wear 
mufti on these occasions, except when National and Centre 
fixtures are being played. A tidy standard of dress is required at 
all times. 
1

st
 YEAR PLAYERS: Playerôs may be permitted to wear mufti 

dress for the first 3 months of their season. 
 
Winter Season 
Mufti is worn except for any Club or Centre Championships that 
may be played, then as per summer season.  
 
 
GREENS 
The greens are your bowling club. Without them there is no club. 
Always consider and protect them. Read the notice board. If 
scrims are requested, please use them. If a green is closed, do 
not attempt to play on it. Any player seen to be marking the 
green by ñdumpingò bowls will be referred for further coaching. 

 
 

DUAL MEMBERS 
Any full playing member of two or more clubs shall declare, not 
later than 15

th
 October in each year, which club he or she 

intends to play for all Club Championships and Centre 
Championships during the season. Full playing dual members 
playing Championships at another club can play in every other 
Club Championship other than Championship Singles, Pairs 
Triples or Fours. 
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CLUB RULES (CONT) 
 
MATCH COMMITTEE 
1. Shall make any changes to the conditions of play as may be 

necessary to expedite the completion of the competition.  
This includes the right to schedule play under lights. 

2. Entrants in Singles events will be required to be available as 
markers when eliminated from the competition. Failure to 
comply may result in non-acceptance in subsequent 
competitions. This is at the discretion of the Match Committee. 

3. When entering competitions, players must be prepared to see 
the event through to its conclusion. Substitution(s) or 
replacement(s) will be in accordance with the Laws of the 
Game. See Law 40, section 8, page 6. 

4. Should the number of entries in drawn events mean that a 
number of members could be refused entry because there is 
not a full team, the Match Committee have the right to contact 
other members after the closure for entries before the draw is 
done. 

5. If there are insufficient rinks available for the number of entries 
in any competition, the Match Committee have the right to play 
the competition in Rounds or Sections. 

6. If there is a bye in a Club Competition, the Match Committee 
will advise the player(s) where they may practice. Practice is 
on a rink other than the one to be played on. 

7. Should any emergency arise and an entrant or team advise of 
the need to withdraw before the draw is done, the Match 
Committee will refund the entry fee to the player(s). 

8. If greens are closed in the morning due to inclement weather, 
the programme will be rescheduled to the afternoon.
